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AGM MESSAGE FROM THE NATIONAL PRESIDENT

We celebrate the life of our founder Dr. Edmond
Haggai's quote: "Attempt something so great for
God, that it's doomed to failure unless God be in
it!" Let us not be afraid to take risks and step out in
faith, knowing that he who calls us is faithful.

Secondly, Grow Wide.

In order to make a significant impact in the world,
we need to grow wide in our partnerships and
networks. We cannot do this work alone. We need
to work in collaboration with other like-minded
organizations, churches, and individuals who share
our vision and passion.

Through partnerships, we can pool our resources,
share best practices, and leverage our collective
impact to make a real difference in the lives of
those who are most in need.

As Paul reminds us in 2 Timothy 2:2, "And the
things you have heard me say in the presence of
many witnesses entrust to reliable people who will
also be qualified to teach others."

In order to sustain the work that we do, we need to dig deep in our commitment and
dedication. This means investing in our own spiritual growth and development, seeking God's
guidance and wisdom in all that we do, and staying rooted in his Word. As Jesus reminds us in
John 15:5, "I am the vine; you are the branches. If you remain in me and I in you, you will bear
much fruit; apart from me you can do nothing."

The constant reminder is where our hearts are centred; "For where your treasure is, there your
heart will be also." Matthew 6:21
