The divine appointment came about through my son’s marriage to David’s daughter. So, it was
David who first introduced Haggai Seminar to me last year.

The mention of equipping God’s people in personal evangelism was a clincher. Because I had a
kind of holy dissatisfaction concerning event-based evangelism. Not that they are wrong or
anything like that. To be sure, we have had fine in-person evangelists. However, there had been
little fruit of evangelism to show. I had a yearning to see God at work in our midst, especially in
evangelism.

I was willing to try out Haggai evangelism seminar after being briefed about its vision, mission and
approach. Upon sharing my holy dissatisfaction (mentioned earlier) and the possibility of Haggai
Seminar with my fellow leaders, I was glad they were open to join me and give Haggai Seminar a
shot.

To cut the long story short, the year after (Aug-Sept 2023), Subang Methodist Church embarked on
its in-house 6-day Haggai Seminar. What a great joy to see all our 15 participants being equipped
to engage in personal evangelism, as they gained the confidence to share their personal salvation
testimony and the gospel with others. Thank God too for their deepening conviction regarding the
gospel and their growing passion for our Lord Jesus. 

As for me, I recall Elder Ritchie Tay emphasised that the Haggai Seminar is not only about the
presentation, but also the demonstration of the gospel. What an apt and timely exhortation!

Now, I have heard some people say “No news is good news.” But I want to say “Good News is
great news!” to be shared. So, let me share this story with you.

PERSONAL EVANGELISM IS DOABLE

Everything begins with God.

It had nothing to do with me. Haggai Seminar was
not even on my radar. The only Haggai I knew was
the prophet Haggai!



After Day 2 of the seminar had ended, my wife (Dorothy) and I went to one of our favourite
restaurants in downtown Kuala Lumpur to have a quiet dinner. Suddenly, there was this divine
appointment before us! We had not planned for this.

A waiter, who used to serve us previously, came up and greeted us. Then it dawned on me to apply
what we had learnt the day before. Pastor Aris Siew had taught us about the “One-Minute
Witness”.

A conversation with the waiter followed:

Me: “What are you most happy about in your life?
Waiter: “My friends in the restaurant. And you too!”
Me: “You are also our friends. May I share my happiest moment in my life with you? 
Waiter: “Yes.”
Me: “My most happy moment was when I came to know my best Friend, Jesus. May I share Him
with you?”
Waiter: “Yes.”

This led to the brief sharing of the gospel concerning Jesus Christ.

Me: “Would you like to have Jesus as your Friend too, who came to save you and me from our sins
and give us eternal life?”
Waiter: “Yes.”

A sinner/salvation prayer for him ensued. All glory to God!
